	Music Curriculum
Model Music Curriculum
At Campsmount Academy we follow a curriculum that echoes aspects of the model music curriculum but is developed to include up to date changes in industry, equipment, teacher specialism and class sizes.
Our curriculum includes the following, which are mentioned specifically by the non-statutory guidance:

Musical Opportunities in class at Campsmount Academy

In class lessons on band skills including how to play the bass and acoustic guitars and drums in Year 9
In class singing in all year groups in every lesson through the Campsmount house singing competition
There are performance opportunities for all students in every lesson through either solo, pair or ensemble playing and singing or composing from stimuli and creating using music technology through the online sequencing programme Bandlab.
Musical Partnerships
We are in partnership with Doncaster Music Service Hub who offer opportunities for students to be involved in a range of activities throughout each academic year, including the iSing event, composing workshops with a range of ensembles/artists and the Stage Invasion event.

Students can hire instruments through session-player or through the school for a small deposit, returnable when the student returns the instrument
Clubs are run by colleagues and or students within the school and include

Clubs are provided free of charge and can be joined by any student at any time and registers are kept up to date

Students have the opportunity to be involved in a range of music activities outside of school within the local community and through Doncaster music hub
Hazelbiz Musical Theatre is a local group within Norton, that offers dance, music and drama tuition and grading

Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.

	 In school performance opportunities 
Christmas Concert
All students are welcome to audition for a part in the Christmas concert starting in November and are helped to prepare for the performance. Students who have instrumental tuition are given the opportunity to perform as are those who attend the extra-curricular clubs and any particular groups or soloists from any class performances
Dance Show
During the annual dance show there is an interlude with a musical number and often students who are working on a performance unit will be given the opportunity to perform at this
Annual Musical/Show
All students are given the opportunity to perform in the annual musical and the performances are ran over 3 nights
Celebration evening/Performer of the Year awards
There are opportunities for a small group of students to perform at the awards events during the school year with Celebration evening held in November and Performer of the Year awards in July
Out of school performance opportunities
Stage Invasion
Students may use the talent show platform to prepare for the Stage Invasion, an external performance led by Doncaster Music Hub. This is an opportunity for students to perform covers and compose an original song, which they then perform on the stage at a prestigious venue.
ISing
A mass singing opportunity organised by Doncaster Music Hub and performed in the summer at a prestigious venue in Doncaster. Students learn the songs and actions that have been provided by the organiser.
Trips
Musical theatre trips
All students are given the opportunity to see a show. In the past, this has been a trip to the West End, including a night in a hotel and another attraction in London. This trip will require parents to pay for cost of travel and ticket. Subsidies may be available for PP.
Additional music performance trips organised throughout the year dependent on what is on offer locally.
