Uniform Expectations

At Campsmount Academy we believe school uniform is very important as it contributes to a sense
of belonging, promotes our Trust Values and fosters a feeling of pride within our school
community.

Campsmount students are full of AMBITION.

They wear their uniform with PRIDE.

By wearing the school uniform correctly our students show a sense of INTEGRITY.

Our students have RESPONSIBILITY to follow our uniform policy.

All stakeholders need to be aware that any student that arrives at Campsmount wearing incorrect
uniform will in the first instance be loaned the missing or incorrect item of uniform. Persistent
attendance to the academy wearing incorrect or missing uniform will result in a sanction unless a
parent/carer can bring the correct item to rectify the issue. It is essential that we maintain high
standards and this starts with our academy uniform. The following guide to our expectations
shows how it must be worn.

Items such as blazers and PE kit can only be purchased from SWI Schoolwear. Ties can be
bought from SWI Schoolwear and School Reception. The Campsmount Academy skirt can ONLY
be purchased from the school. 

Dates of uniform sales will be published on the website each academic year.

If you are unable to purchase a skirt in the appropriate size, trousers should be purchased as a
short term measure.

Orders can be placed online or a telephone order can be placed (see link on the uniform page on
the Campsmount Academy website for guidance). To assist you with ordering, you will also find a
sizing guide on the uniform page of the Campsmount Academy website. We recommend that all
orders are placed on or before 1st August ready for the start of term. Although this is not a cut-off
date, we advise ordering early to ensure students have their items in plenty of time before the
start of term. Items ordered from SWI Schoolwear are available for home delivery and are
charged. Delivery is FREE on orders over £75 or on orders for
school delivery. SWI offer FREE returns.

Campsmount blazer can only be purchased from SWI 
schoolwear. www.swischoolwear.co.uk

White shirt; cotton-type, plain white shirt or blouse with 
a collar, must be buttoned up to the collar

Black trousers; plain black, non jean-type material, 
loose fitting, tailored fit with button, zip and pockets/ 
not ‘skinny fit’.

Skirts can only be purchased from the Academy
reception or via ParentMail, any queries regarding skirts 
or to check stock please complete a contact form.

Campsmount ties can be bought from school
reception or online via SWI Schoolwear.

School shoes; plain black, leather-type shoes, bows or 
adornments should be avoided, no boots, no trainers.

This should be a rucksack/satchel style bag with
capacity for a PE kit, student planner, A4 knowledge 
organiser and equipment. 

V-neck jumper; plain black, worn under the blazer. 
Belts may be worn with school trousers only. However, 
it must be plain and black, no buckles.

No jewellery except for one small stud earring in each ear lobe (response to
student voice 2021). A wrist watch may be worn but this must be removed for
practical activities and public examinations. All other jewellery must be removed 
or it will be confiscated.

IMPORTANT NOTE Any item confiscated must be collected by parents/carers 
from reception between 8.15am and 4.00pm Monday—Thursday and between
8.15am and 3.30pm on a Friday.

Casual shoes, trainers, boots or stiletto heels must not be worn. School shoes will 
be loaned to students by Campsmount, for those not wearing correct school shoes.

Only Year 11 Hoodies are permitted, as directed by the Academy. Sweatshirts are not
permitted. Coats, jackets or hats must not be worn inside the Academy building.

Only discreet, natural make-up is permitted. False eye lashes, false nails or nail
polish are not permitted under any circumstances.

No extreme hairstyles or colours, natural hair colours only.

PE Kit

All students are expected to participate in PE. PE kit is available to purchase from
SWI Schoolwear. Suitable PE kit must be brought to every lesson. Refusal to
wear school PE kit will result in an appropriate sanction.

Students not participating in PE/Dance will still be required to take part in the
lesson in a non-practical way such as a coach or umpire. They are required to bring
a medical note to explain why they are medically excused from PE and must get
changed into their PE kit other than in exceptional circumstances. A small quantity
of spare PE kit is available for student loan.

All students must have the Campsmount PE T-shirt.
If students wear a long sleeve top, they must wear the Campsmount long sleeve
zip training top.

Students must have one of the following four options:

branded Campsmount shorts and socks

branded Campsmount leggings

plain black non branded football style shorts and socks

plain black training pants.

We recommend the use of the shin pads for football activities and mouth guards
for rugby activities.
